GCGRS members 
account for a large number of railroads, both in 
the garden and indoors.

The structure of 
the organization is 
kept as informal as 
possible to main-
tain the emphasis 
on FUN. Meetings, 
consisting of brief 
informal business 
sessions and pre-
sentations, programs, clinics, discussions and 
the like, are held monthly most often in the 
afternoon. Meetings are usually the third Sat-
urday or Sunday each month at a member's 
home or occasionally at some place of interest 
or a public meeting room. The GCGRS Board 
meets monthly to discuss and conduct society 
business. Members receive The Branchline, 
the monthly newsletter of the GCGRS, keep-
ing them informed of meeting arrangements 
and club activities as well as reviews, how 
to articles and other train related topics.
